LIBERATOR PRODUCTION

The list which follows includes all 18,482 Liberators which were built between
1939 and 1945, designated as they were built at the five factories. Many of
the aircraft were redesignated as PB4Ys, F-7s, C-109s, or one-of-a-kind exper-
iments like the XB-41, which started out as B-24D 41-11822.

When a change was made in a model which did not justify a new model
